The deciding factor is 
whether you plan to enter the piece in competition and in what skill category 
it would be place.  In expert and master levels all the habitat should be carved.  

¶ Habitats should enhance the subject and draw the eye to the subject.  There 
should be a balance between the habitat and the subject.
